Mark 1:14-20





1. What does it mean that the Kingdom is at hand? (vv. 14-15a)
Jesus is announcing:

· the advancement of God’s rule “on earth as it is in heaven” in both individual hearts and this world, despite intense opposition for the present.

· the beginning of the renewal of God’s creation, looking forward to the day when he will rule his Kingdom in glorious triumph with no opposition.


2. How are we to respond when the Kingdom comes near?

· We are to repent and believe the good news. (v. 15b)



3. What happens when the King calls us?
Our lives are:

· rightly interrupted. (vv. 17, 20)

· profoundly redirected. (vv. 17-20)


· purposely redefined. (v. 17)
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
