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“The Ache of God’s Apparent Absence”
Habakkuk 1:1-4



 

Big Idea: There is an ache within God's servants when the atmosphere in the church is dangerously polluted and seemingly ignored.

1. The atmosphere around God's people (v. 1)

a) Renewal has come but it didn't stick



b) Ruin has come and it doesn't matter



c) Resistance is present and his people are unfazed



2. The ache deep within God's servants (vv. 2-4)

a) The apparent indifference of the Lord (v. 2)



b) The agony of our experience (vv. 3-4)



c) The absurdity of the response of God's people (v. 4)



3. The anchor of faith in the midst of our ache: Because the Father actually turned his face away from Jesus for us, we now live by faith that our aches are never God's abandonment of us. 
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
