2He said also to the man who had invited him, “When you give a dinner or a banquet, do not
invite your friends or your brothers or your relatives or rich neighbors, lest they also invite you
in return and you be repaid. *But when you give a feast, invite the poor, the crippled, the lame,
the blind, *4and you will be blessed, because they cannot repay you. For you will be repaid at the
resurrection of the just.”

RENEW COMMITMENT CARDS

RENEW includes a four-year capital campaign to raise $17.3 million to fund the physical
restoration and renovation of our space. In the fall of 2021, over 300 LMPC families
made three-year commitments (2022, 2023, 2024). Last fall, many families extended
their commitment for a fourth year (2025). These commitments have resulted in over

$11 million in RENEW pledges, almost 70% of our goal.

We are nearing the halfway point of the campaign, with interior renovations
and construction of a new building scheduled to begin in the spring of

2024. Copies of the RENEW Fall 2023 Update are available in the Narthex or
fellowship hall lobby, or by scanning the QR code. Anyone who has not yet
given has an opportunity now to pledge by using the new commitment cards
that will be available after each service. See an usher to pick one up and
make a pledge.
