1. The “already” nature of the Kingdom of God: The Pharisees question when the Kingdom of God will arrive. (vv. 20-21)


· Do not expect the Kingdom to fit your assumptions.





· Do not miss the King who is in your midst.





2. The “not yet” nature of the Kingdom of God: The disciples question how the Kingdom of God will come. (vv. 22-37)



· The Kingdom’s arrival will be unmistakable, so do not be distracted. (vv. 22-24)





· Suffering comes before the Kingdom will be fully ushered in. (vv. 22, 25)





· Preoccupation with life’s activities causes Kingdom indifference. (vv. 26-33)





· Proximity to those who are saved is insufficient. (vv. 34-37)
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
