* Affirmation of faith The Apostles’ Creed
I believe in God, the Father Almighty, Maker of heaven and earth,

and in Jesus Christ, his only Son, our Lord; who was conceived by the Holy
Ghost, born of the virgin Mary, suffered under Pontius Pilate, was crucified,
dead, and buried; he descended into hell. The third day he rose again from the
dead; he ascended into heaven and sitteth on the right hand of God the Father
Almighty; from thence he shall come to judge the quick and the dead.

I believe in the Holy Ghost; the holy catholic church; the communion of saints;
the forgiveness of sins; the resurrection of the body; and the life everlasting.
Amen.

The Apostles’ Creed is so named because it summarizes what the apostles believed and taught in
Jesus’ name. The earliest versions of the Creed can be traced back to the 2nd century. We use the
traditional translation of the Creed which contains some unfamiliar words: “quick” instead of
“living” and “catholic” instead of “universal.” Also, when we say that Christ “descended into hell,”
we are not saying that Jesus literally entered hell; instead, we are affirming that Jesus suffered all
the pains and torments of hell as he endured the unmitigated wrath of God on the cross.

Call to confession 1 Peter 1:14b-19

Do not conform to the evil desires you had when you lived in ignorance. But just
as he who called you is holy, so be holy in all you do; for it is written: “Be holy,
because I am holy.” Since you call on a Father who judges each man’s work
impartially, live your lives as strangers here in reverent fear. For you know that
it was not with perishable things such as silver or gold that you were redeemed
from the empty way of life handed down to you from your forefathers, but with
the precious blood of Christ, a lamb without blemish or defect.

* Scripture reading from Joshua 2:1-24 Stephanie Pierce

'And Joshua the son of Nun sent two men secretly from Shittim as spies, saying,
“Go, view the land, especially Jericho.” And they went and came into the house
of a prostitute whose name was Rahab and lodged there. ?And it was told to the
king of Jericho, “Behold, men of Israel have come here tonight to search out
the land.” 3Then the king of Jericho sent to Rahab, saying, “Bring out the men
who have come to you, who entered your house, for they have come to search
out all the land.” 4But the woman had taken the two men and hidden them.
And she said, “True, the men came to me, but I did not know where they were
from. 5And when the gate was about to be closed at dark, the men went out. I
do not know where the men went. Pursue them quickly, for you will overtake
them.” SBut she had brought them up to the roof and hid them with the stalks



of flax that she had laid in order on the roof. ’So the men pursued after them on
the way to the Jordan as far as the fords. And the gate was shut as soon as the
pursuers had gone out.

8Before the men lay down, she came up to them on the roof °and said to the
men, “I know that the Lorp has given you the land, and that the fear of you
has fallen upon us, and that all the inhabitants of the land melt away before
you. °For we have heard how the Lorp dried up the water of the Red Sea before
you when you came out of Egypt, and what you did to the two kings of the
Amorites who were beyond the Jordan, to Sihon and Og, whom you devoted to
destruction. "And as soon as we heard it, our hearts melted, and there was no
spirit left in any man because of you, for the Lorp your God, he is God in the
heavens above and on the earth beneath. ?Now then, please swear to me by
the Lorp that, as I have dealt kindly with you, you also will deal kindly with my
father’s house, and give me a sure sign 3that you will save alive my father and
mother, my brothers and sisters, and all who belong to them, and deliver our
lives from death.” “And the men said to her, “Our life for yours even to death!
If you do not tell this business of ours, then when the Lorp gives us the land we
will deal kindly and faithfully with you.”

5Then she let them down by a rope through the window, for her house was
built into the city wall, so that she lived in the wall. **And she said to them,
“Go into the hills, or the pursuers will encounter you, and hide there three days
until the pursuers have returned. Then afterward you may go your way.” The
men said to her, “We will be guiltless with respect to this oath of yours that
you have made us swear. *Behold, when we come into the land, you shall tie
this scarlet cord in the window through which you let us down, and you shall
gather into your house your father and mother, your brothers, and all your
father’s household. “Then if anyone goes out of the doors of your house into
the street, his blood shall be on his own head, and we shall be guiltless. But

if a hand is laid on anyone who is with you in the house, his blood shall be on
our head. 2°But if you tell this business of ours, then we shall be guiltless with
respect to your oath that you have made us swear.” »And she said, “According
to your words, so be it.” Then she sent them away, and they departed. And she
tied the scarlet cord in the window. *They departed and went into the hills
and remained there three days until the pursuers returned, and the pursuers
searched all along the way and found nothing. »*Then the two men returned.
They came down from the hills and passed over and came to Joshua the son

of Nun, and they told him all that had happened to them. **And they said to
Joshua, “Truly the Lorp has given all the land into our hands. And also, all the
inhabitants of the land melt away because of us.”
