	 Affirmation of faith	 based on Ephesians 1 and 2

Leader: 	 People of God, this is the hope to which we have been called:

All: 	 God displayed his power and mighty strength when he raised Christ 
from the dead and seated him at his right hand in the heavenly 
realms, far above all rule and authority and power and dominion, not 
only in the present age but also in the one to come. God placed all 
things under his feet and appointed him to be head over the church, 
which is his body.

Leader:	 As for us, we were dead in our transgressions and sins, in which we 
used to live when we followed the ways of this world.

All: 	 But because of his great love for us, God, who is rich in mercy, made 
us alive with Christ. And God raised us up with Christ and seated us 
with him in the heavenly realms in Christ Jesus, in order that in the 
coming ages he might show the incomparable riches of his grace, 
expressed in his kindness to us in Christ Jesus. For it is by grace we 
have been saved, through faith—and this not from ourselves, it is 
the gift of God—not by works, so that no one can boast. For we are 
God’s workmanship, created in Christ Jesus to do good works, which

No one will be declared righteous in God’s sight by observing the law; rather, 
through the law we become conscious of sin. But now a righteousness from 
God, apart from law, has been made known, to which the Law and the Prophets 
testify. This righteousness from God comes through faith in Jesus Christ to all 
who believe. There is no difference, for all have sinned and fall short of the 
glory of God, and are justified freely by his grace through the redemption that 
came by Christ Jesus. God presented him as a sacrifice of atonement, through 
faith in his blood.

Luke 24:1-12

1But on the first day of the week, at early dawn, they went to the tomb, taking the spices they had 
prepared. 2And they found the stone rolled away from the tomb, 3but when they went in they did 
not find the body of the Lord Jesus. 

4While they were perplexed about this, behold, two men stood by them in dazzling apparel. 5And 
as they were frightened and bowed their faces to the ground, the men said to them, “Why do you 
seek the living among the dead? 6He is not here, but has risen. Remember how he told you, while 
he was still in Galilee, 7that the Son of Man must be delivered into the hands of sinful men and be 
crucified and on the third day rise.” 

8And they remembered his words, 9and returning from the tomb they told all these things to the 
eleven and to all the rest. 10Now it was Mary Magdalene and Joanna and Mary the mother of James 
and the other women with them who told these things to the apostles, 11but these words seemed 
to them an idle tale, and they did not believe them. 12But Peter rose and ran to the tomb; stooping 
and looking in, he saw the linen cloths by themselves; and he went home marveling at what had 
happened.
