1580 then, brothers, stand firm and hold to the traditions that you were taught by us, either by
our spoken word or by our letter. **Now may our Lord Jesus Christ himself, and God our Father,
who loved us and gave us eternal comfort and good hope through grace, comfort your hearts and
establish them in every good work and word.

This is a wonderful opportunity for those with young
children, or those who cannot lift heavy things or stand for a length of
time.

Location 2: Chattanooga Bakery

Join us as we tape boxes and prepare the warehouse ahead of the main
box packing event on Saturday, December 6. Coffee and pastries will be
provided, and this opportunity is available for middle and high school-
age youth and adults.

Join us for a community-wide volunteer opportunity! Volunteers will assist with filling
food boxes in an assembly-line environment at the Chattanooga Bakery. This year, three
shifts are available:

8:00 to 10:15 a.m. (almost full)
10:45 a.m. to 1:00 p.m. (almost full)
1:30 to 3:45 p.m. (plenty of room)

All ages are welcome, but this opportunity requires lifting, standing, and working an
assembly line, so close supervision of children is required.
