* Affirmation of faith	 The Apostles’ Creed

I believe in God, the Father Almighty, Maker of heaven and earth, 

and in Jesus Christ, his only Son, our Lord; who was conceived by the Holy 
Ghost, born of the virgin Mary, suffered under Pontius Pilate, was crucified, 
dead, and buried; he descended into hell. The third day he rose again from the 
dead; he ascended into heaven and sitteth on the right hand of God the Father 
Almighty; from thence he shall come to judge the quick and the dead.

I believe in the Holy Ghost; the holy catholic church; the communion of saints; 
the forgiveness of sins; the resurrection of the body; and the life everlasting. 
Amen.

The Apostles’ Creed is so named because it summarizes what the apostles believed and taught in 

Jesus’ name. The earliest versions of the Creed can be traced back to the 2nd century. We use the 

traditional translation of the Creed which contains some unfamiliar words: “quick” instead of 

“living” and “catholic” instead of “universal.” Also, when we say that Christ “descended into hell,” 

we are not saying that Jesus literally entered hell; instead, we are affirming that Jesus suffered all 

the pains and torments of hell as he endured the unmitigated wrath of God on the cross.

2 Thessalonians 3:6-18

6Now we command you, brothers, in the name of our Lord Jesus Christ, that you keep away from 
any brother who is walking in idleness and not in accord with the tradition that you received from 
us. 7For you yourselves know how you ought to imitate us, because we were not idle when we 
were with you, 8nor did we eat anyone’s bread without paying for it, but with toil and labor we 
worked night and day, that we might not be a burden to any of you. 9It was not because we do not 
have that right, but to give you in ourselves an example to imitate. 10For even when we were with 
you, we would give you this command: If anyone is not willing to work, let him not eat. 

11For we hear that some among you walk in idleness, not busy at work, but busybodies. 12Now such 
persons we command and encourage in the Lord Jesus Christ to do their work quietly and to earn 
their own living. 13As for you, brothers, do not grow weary in doing good. 14If anyone does not 
obey what we say in this letter, take note of that person, and have nothing to do with him, that he 
may be ashamed. 15Do not regard him as an enemy, but warn him as a brother.

16Now may the Lord of peace himself give you peace at all times in every way. The Lord be with 
you all. 17I, Paul, write this greeting with my own hand. This is the sign of genuineness in every 
letter of mine; it is the way I write. 18The grace of our Lord Jesus Christ be with you all.
